Q1. The amount of money the Scottish Government has set aside for

investment in recycling infrastructure since 2007?

A. Since 2007 Scottish Government has allocated:

Organics infrastructure - £6m (08-11);

Plastics infrastructure - £5m (11-15, though not contracted yet);

Construction infrastructure £0.7m (08/09); £1.26m (10/11); 

MRF infrastructure support - £1.26m (11/12);

Food Waste Programme – £4m (11/12);

INCREASE Enterprise (infrastructure elements only) - £0.65m;

Q2. The amount of money it has actually spent on providing recycling infrastructure since 2007?

A. £6 million for investment in anaerobic digestion  and organic treatment infrastructure, administered as a support grant by Zero Waste Scotland.

Circa £2 million in collection infrastructure for food waste.  £4m remains the predicted spend through to the end of 2011.  

MRF infrastructure support - £1.26m. 

Recycle Zones (Recycling On The Go) £14k project.

Q4. The vast majority of the funding, including the funding for environmental services is provided by means of a block grant. It is the responsibility of each local authority to allocate the total financial resources available to it on the basis of local needs and priorities having first fulfilled its statutory obligations and the jointly agreed set of national and local priorities including the Scottish Government’s key strategic objectives.
